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Within the scope of Space Organization elective course in the curriculum of
undergraduate program in Industrial Design in 2025 fall semester, we collaborated
with the Istanbul Mineral Exporters’ Association (istanbul Maden ihracatcilari
Birligi, IMIB) to enhance the representation of Turkish marbles in both local and
global fairs. Through this project, we aimed to highlight the bold qualities of this
precious natural material—such as uniqueness, durability, and timeless elegance
—by designing a contemporary and impactful fair stand accompanied by a small
scaled souvenir.

One of the key aspects of our approach was to integrate cultural and geographical
contexts into the design. Recognizing the distinctive features of local marbles
from different regions of Turkiye, we sought to emphasize their individuality and
regional particularities. Our design reflects these nuances while establishing a
cohesive and recognizable identity for Turkish marbles on an international stage.

Our process, which started with research on natural stones, continued with a
seminar given by IMIB Board Member Mr. Vedat OksUz and followed by a
technical trip to Ersoylar Marble. After two mid-term and final jury meetings we
exhibited our projects at the Turkish Exporters Assembly (TIM) headquarters. |
hereby thank all my 30 students enrolled in this class for their enthusiasm and
commitment throughout the semester. Together with my students, we would like
to express our sincere gratitude to entire IMIB family for sharing their knowledge
and supporting us throughout the process.
